Math Test/Quiz Corrections Policy

My desire is for all my students to do well and to understand the material we are covering in this class.  Because of this, and the fact that some tests/quizzes may be more difficult than others for you, I have created a policy for test/quiz corrections.  While this policy is optional for each test/quiz, if you decide to correct a test/quiz, you will need to choose one of the following the following options:

For each problem that you do over and solve correctly, you will receive half of the points that it was originally worth.  Your final grade for the test/quiz will be the total of what you earned originally, plus what you earned from the corrections.  However, you can only earn a maximum of 75% for the final grade.

Here’s an example:

Suppose you received a 60% on a test.  After working with Mr. Rivard to correct your test, you get all the problems correct.  You are now eligible to receive an additional 20 points (half of the 40 points or 40% you lost originally) which would make your new grade 80%.  However, this would put your final grade over the maximum limit of 75% for the final grade.  Instead, your final grade for the test is a 75%, which is still 15 points higher than your first grade of 60%.

Option 1


Stay after school and work with Mr. Rivard on the test/quiz corrections.

Write out each problem that you got wrong.


Correct every problem that you got wrong, showing all your work (even if you used a calculator on that problem originally).


Do all your work neatly.





Option 2


Do your corrections at home.

Write out each problem that you got wrong.


Correct every problem that you got wrong, showing all your work (even if you used a calculator on that problem originally).


Explain what you did wrong for each problem.


Do all your work neatly.
