Goal: 
· To encourage and help students to become mathematical thinkers who apply their knowledge when solving real world problems.
Course Objectives:
· To know that there are numbers that are not rational, and approximate them by rational numbers.
· To work with radicals and integer exponents.
· To understand the connections between proportional relationships, lines, and linear equations.
· To analyze and solve linear equations and pairs of simultaneous linear equations.
· To define, evaluate, and compare functions.
· To use functions to model relationships between quantities.
· To understand congruence and similarity using physical models, transparencies, or geometry software.
· To understand and apply the Pythagorean Theorem.
· To solve real-world and mathematical problems involving volume of cylinders, cones, and spheres.

Classwork Policy:  
· Every day, students will be given classwork assignments which are due at the end of class.  All work will be collected at the end of class and checked over.  When assignments are returned, students who did not finish their work or did not get full credit will be allowed to take the work home and finish it, or correct what they did wrong.  After finishing or fixing their work, students can resubmit their work to earn back credit that they may have lost.  Students will be expected to return their completed work the next day.
Homework Policy: 

· 2 to 3 homework assignments will be given each week: 
· Homework 1: Vocabulary (due on Thursday)
· Homework 2 and 3: Practice (due on Wednesday and Friday)
· There may be additional homework which will be due the day after it was assigned.  The following are examples of additional homework:

· Classwork that was not completed during class.
· Extra practice problems that are assigned because students are working on a group activity.
Each assignment is expected to be completed by the due date.  Homework that is turned in late will be accepted, but may lose credit.
Assessment Correction Policy:
· Assessments (tests, quizzes, probes...) will be given through out the school year.  Students will have the opportunity to fix their tests/quizzes for a better grade if they choose to.  A handout concerning this policy will be given out at a later time, or you can go online to my class website to download the full policy.
