Congruent Figures: Figures with the same size and shape.

Ex.

Triangle JKL is congruent to Triangle J'K'L'
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Corresponding Sides: Matching sides of two or more polygons.

Ex.  

Sides AB and XY are corresponding.
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Corresponding Angles: Angles in the same relative position in polygons with an equal number 
of sides.

Ex.  

Angles C and Z are corresponding.
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Transformation: A change in the size, position, or orientation of a figure.

Ex.
Translations, reflections, rotations and dilations are examples of transformations.
